John 14:2-3 ~ In My Father's house are many 
mansions; if it were not so, I would have told 
you. I go to prepare a place for you. "And if I go 
and prepare a place for you, I will come again 
and receive you to Myself; that where I am, there 
you may be also.

God!

? Romans 3:23 ~ "For all have sinned, and come 
short of the glory of God." We have all sinned. 
We have all done things that are displeasing 
to God. There is no one who is innocent. 

? Romans 6:23 ~ "For the wages of sin is death; 
but the gift of God is eternal life through 
Jesus Christ our Lord."  The punishment that 
we have earned for our sins is death. Not just 
physical death, but eternal death! 

? Romans 6:23 ~ "but the gift of God is eternal 
life through Jesus Christ our Lord." Romans 
5:8 declares, "But God demonstrates His own 
love toward us, in that while we were still 
sinners, Christ died for us." Jesus Christ died 
for us! Jesus' death paid for the price of our 
sins. Jesus' resurrection proves that God 
accepted Jesus' death as the payment for our 
sins. 

Romans 10:9-10 ~ “that if you confess with your 
mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart 
that God has raised Him from the dead, you will 
be saved. For with the heart one believes unto 
righteousness, and with the mouth confession is 
made unto salvation.”
